Iris Birtwhistle 
Iris Birtwhistle ran an art 
gallery from Millfield 
House in the 1950s. 
Gallery is perhaps too 
grand a term for the 
converted chicken sheds 
that once stood on the site 
of the modern house 
called The Gables. Iris 
Birtwhistle had studied art 
as a young women but 
enlisted in the Wrens in 

1939 and settled in Suffolk when the war ended, concentrating on writing 
poetry and running her gallery. Her poetry was widely published, and 
praised by TS Eliot, Robert Graves and Muriel Spark. Amongst the artists 
she promoted in her gallery were Mary Potter, Mary Newcomb, Peggy 
Somerville, and Chris and Wendy Sinclair. She is reputed to have been one 
of David Hockney’s first sponsors, selling his drawings for £5 each.
